
Oklahoma Dressage Society 
Recognized Show Awards Rules 

2012 
 
Award year is January 1, 2012 to December 15, 2012. 
 
Eligibility for Dressage Horse of the Year Awards 
Rider – Must be an ODS member in good standing on the date of the ride. 
Horse – Must be registered with ODS on the date of the ride. 
The horse and rider are considered a team for each level of competition. 
 
Recorded Scores 

 Minimum of five scores. 

 All earned scores must be reported by USDF printout or a copy of each test. 

 Minimum of three different judges. 

 At least one score from the top test of the level. 

 All scores must be from USEF/USDF shows. 

 At least two scores must be from Oklahoma shows. 

 Riders must submit the USDF printout listing scores to the awards secretary by mail or fax no 
later than December 15.  All scores will be used, not just the top five.  See below for awards 
secretary information. 

 All eligible scores will be used to calculate the median.   

 A horse/rider combination may not repeat as champion at the same level in succeeding years 
(FEI excluded).  Awards will be presented at the Annual General Meeting or Awards Banquet. 

 

Year-End Awards will be presented to the following levels.  Awards are 1st – 6th in all divisions at all levels 
unless noted otherwise. 

 Introductory (Amateur and Junior/YR divisions) 

 Training (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 First (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 Second (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 Third (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 Fourth (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 FEI (Open, Amateur, JR/YR divisions) 

 One Vintage award per level. 

 A musical freestyle champion and reserve champion will be awarded across all levels. A 
minimum of three rides and a median of 57% or higher is required. 

 An overall Horse of the Year will be awarded to the horse/rider combination with the highest 
median (excluding introductory level and musical).
